If you are going to Heaven, you might like to know more about the important people who live there, and
especidly about the One who owns Heaven, and His Son.
If you are not planning to be in Heaven this book will tell you what you are missing. Y ou
might want to change direction. Thereis gill time; you Hill have the opportunity to find the Way. Heavenisa
home. Y ou can come to know the One who owns Heaven and His Son. If you know the Son you will be most
welcome in Heaven. If you are hoping but not sure, this book will help you to know.

LESSON 1 HEAVEN

Where is Heaven? Some people say that Heaven is not a place so we cannot know whereiit is. The Bible does
not tell us where Heaven is but it tells us how to get there. Thisis more important than knowing whereit is. In
fact the Bible does not say very much about Heaven but it tells us a great ded about the people who are there.
There are millions of people in Heaven and some of them are very important. The first haf of this book will tell
you about the most important Person in Heaven:

Hisnameis God. In the second haf you will learn about those who live in Heaven and how they got
there.

WHERE ISHEAVEN?

1. Wecan say right away that Heaven iswhere God is. The Bible cals Him the God of Heaven, Genesis
24.7; Nehemiah 2.4; Psddm 1 36. 26; Jonah 1.9; Revelation 11.13; 16.11. God livesin Heaven so we can say
that Heaven is God s home.

The Bible uses the word Heaven in two other ways also. Read | Chronicles 27.23 and Danid 7.13.
What does Heaven mean in these two verses? Y ou have read about the clouds of heaven and the stars of
heaven. So you see that the word heaven means also the air or atmosphere where the clouds are; and outer
space where the stars are.

WHO CREATED EVERYTHING?

2. Who created the air and the star s? Read Psalm 121.3 and 124.8. God created both the heavens and the
earth and in these verses He is called the LORD or Jehovah. Also read these verses: Job 38.4-13; 40:15;
Isaiah 40.26; 42.5; 45.12; Amos 4.13; Revdation 4.11.

3. In Revelation 10.6 and 14.7 we seethat God created heaven and earth. Here the word heaven means
where the clouds are and where the sars are.

4. But what about Heaven, the place where God lives? Who created Heaven meaning God s dwelling
place? God is eterna, He has dways lived in Heaven, so Heaven has dways existed. Heaven meaning where
God iswas never cregted, it iseternd. In thisway Heaven islike God Himsdlf.
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GOD ISREAL

5. We can seethe clouds and the star s but we cannot seethe air or outer space. We cannot see heaven
where God lives, and we cannot see God. John 1:18. Thisis another way we can say God is like heaven: we
cannot see @ther.

6. Some men do not believe that Heaven isreal because they cannot seeit. Think of these three things:
ar, love, God. These men cannot see the air, they can fed love but they cannot seeit, and no one can see God.
Yet theair isred, arcraft can fly inthe air. Loveisred even though we cannot see it with our eyes. God is
certainly red, He created everything. Heaven dso isred even though we cannot seeit at present.

7. Somereal things cannot be seen. Which camefirst, what can be seen or what cannot be seen? In
Hebrews 11.3 you will learn that what is seen was made from what cannot be seen. Therefore what cannot be
seen must have existed first. Again unseen things are eternd, 2 Corinthians 4.18, they will last forever. So what
is unseen existed before the creetion which we can see, and unseen things will last longer, forever.

8. Many things arereal even though you cannot seethem: faith, hope, joy, air, outer space, the love of
God, the power of God, Heaven and God Himsdlf.. .al are very red but cannot be seen with our eyes.

QUESTIONS ABOUT GOD

9. Some peoplesay: Godisnot real; or Thereisno God; or You cannot prove that God isredl.
How can we prove that thereis ared God? The Bible does not argue or try to prove that God exists, so why
should we try? The Bible smply starts out with these wonderful words.  In the beginning GOD The word God
isfound over 3,600 timesin the Bible. The writers of the Bible were not talking about someone who does not
exist. They redly bdieved in God, and they were right. Perhagps you have some friends who go to a school
where they are taught that there isno God. Y ou could ask them this question:
How can you prove that there is no God? Of course they cannot proveit. Ask them:  They might answer:
You say it came from God, but where did God come from?
The Bible does not say where God came from, it says He is eternd. He has no beginning or end.
The Bible doestell us where the world came from, God madeit.

10. Another guestion to ask your young friend:

Who planned the world? There isawonderful order in the world, from the mighty stars above to
the samdlest animd. Theworld isnot just aterrible mixture of many odd things. Someone must have
planned it dl out. This Person must be very wise. If HisName is not God, what isit?

Again you could ask: Who keepsit al going?

The answer to this question is found in Colossians 1.17 and Hebrews 1.3: the same One who started
it in the beginning.

11. Soyou might ask your young friend three questions.
1. Where did the world come from?
2. Who made everything fit together so well?
3. Who keepsit dl going?
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Be sure you have the answers yoursdf: Only God has the power and wisdom to create this

wonderful universe out of nothing and to keep it going on course.

No scientist has ever clamed to creete the smallest piece of matter out of nothing. Men can change the form
and nature of matter but only God could creete it.

12. If thereisno God, thereisno Heaven, because Heaven iswhere God is. In a specid sense we can
say that God is here on earth but He lives in Heaven. Heaven must be better than earth, but some people would
be afraid because God is there.

In this book you will learn more about God and other personsin Heaven. First we will find out what
God islike, dso Chrigt and God s Spirit. Then you will learn about Angels and the people who are in Heaven
and how they got there. Y ou will see how YOU could get to Heaven. We will study alittle about the men of
God 4ill here on earth before they get to Heaven, and what will hagppen to them next. In the last lesson we will
see wha God plansto do in Heaven and on earth in the future.
