No, you will never get tired and you will never need a rest. Our hearts are very sinful. Sin is what we do that is wrong.  No one will be in Heaven with a sinful heart. There will be no sin in Heaven. Here little boys and girls are crying. God is going to wipe away all tears in Heaven. There will be no crying in Heaven. Here, we have graveyards and undertakers, but there won’t be any death in Heaven, so no graves or funerals, no one will ever die. 

NOW let us think of some things that will be in Heaven. We know there will be many angels in Heaven. They are God’s servants. They live there. The Bible is God's Word. It will never pass away.  It will be in Heaven. There is another book called "the Lamb's Book of Life." The Lord Jesus is called the "Lamb of God." and this is His Book. WHAT IS GOD LIKE?

Have you ever wondered what God is like? God is so great and so wonderful that we can never know all there is to know about Him. But in His word, God has told us many things about Himself. The Bible tells us there is only one God, but He is in three Person - Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Each of these three Person is God. The Father is God, the Son is God, and the Spirit is God; yet they are ONE God. We cannot understand this, but we know it is true because it is taught in the Bible. The Bible tells us many things about God. Let us think of some of them.

GOD IS A SPIRIT-BEING

Do you wonder why we cannot see God? The reason why we cannot see God is because He is a Spirit-Being, and we cannot see a Spirit- Being. You have a body which we can see. You also have a spirit that we cannot see. God is all Spirit. He does not have a body like we have, but He is a living Person,   and is very great. God knows all things. He sees and hears us all the times. He knows all that we say and do. He even knows what we think!!

GOD IS HOLY

This means that God is all light and glory. He is pure and perfect and without any sin at all. THE BIBLE SAYS, “God is light, and in Him is no darkness at all." 1 John 1:5.  Because God is holy, He hates sin. Nothing bad or sinful can ever come near Him. It would be destroyed by His brightness and glory. God once spoke to the prophet Isaiah in a vision. A vision is something like a dream. Isaiah saw a vision of God on His throne. Around the throne were many angels, praising God and saying, “Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord of Hosts; the whole earth is full of His glory."  Isaiah 6:3. When Isaiah saw the vision he was afraid, for he saw that God was holy. Isaiah saw himself as very sinful before God. He fell on his face and cried out, “Woe is me! For I am undone. . ."  Isaiah 6:5.  We, too, are sinful, yet God wants us to come to Him. He loves us and has made a way for us to come into His family.

GOD IS EVERYWHERE

You and I live in bodies, and we can be only in one place at a time. Because God is God, and is a Spirit-Being, He can be everywhere at the same time. No matter where we are, God is there! A little child who is left alone in the dark can be told, "God is there." 

GOD IS RIGHTEOUS

This means God always does that which is right. Because He is righteous and just, He must punish all sin. God cannot overlook our sins or pretend that He does not know about them.
GOD IS LOVE

The Bible says, "God is love." This means that God loves us and desires only what is best for us.  Because God loves us so much, He wants us to love Him. Some people think that God hates them because of their sins. It is true that God hates sin, but He does not hate us. He loves us. In fact, He loves us so much that He gave His Son, the Lord Jesus, to die on the cross for our sins. THE BIBLE SAYS, “For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but has everlasting life." John 3:16.  When we believe that Jesus died for our sins, and trust Him as our Saviour, God forgives us for all our sins and makes us His child. Isn't that wonderful! Right now, why not thank Him for loving us so much that He gave His Son to die for us.
